AWARD OVERVIEW

Students in the TRANSFORM HF Undergraduate Summer Research Program (USRP) will have the opportunity to train alongside our multidisciplinary community of researchers to help address the grand challenge of inequity in heart failure care. Students will gain firsthand experience in the development of innovative technologies and the co-creation of proactive, personalized, and decentralized models of heart failure care.

Students participating in the USRP will receive an award of up to $6,000, which must be supplemented by a $2,000 contribution from their research supervisor to ensure a minimum total stipend of $8,000 for a period of 16 weeks.

Applicants may hold funds granted from more than one funding source or program up to a combined total (including the TRANSFORM USRP) of $8,000 to cover the supervisor’s contribution.

Up to two USRP awards will be reserved for Indigenous students. 


ELIGIBILITY

· The student must be registered at a Canadian academic institution as a full- or part-time undergraduate student at the time of application. 
· The student must be supervised by a University of Toronto faculty supervisor who is a member of TRANSFORM HF. Supervisors may become members by completing an online intake form.
· For assistance identifying supervisors and projects, students may consult our lists of TRANSFORM HF faculty members and projects currently recruiting for summer 2026.


REQUIREMENTS

Students in the TRANSFORM HF USRP Program are required to:
· Participate in the program for 16 weeks from May to August. Exact start and end dates are to be arranged with supervisors.
· Participate in TRANSFORM HF events (i.e., workshops, training opportunities, networking events).
· Submit (1) a short final report summarizing their research, and (2) complete a survey describing their research experience within TRANSFORM HF.


EVALUATION CRITERIA

The applications will be scored based on:
· Significance and quality of the proposed project 
· Project and candidate alignment with the vision and mission of TRANSFORM HF
· Background, accomplishments, and academic excellence of the candidate

APPLICATION INFORMATION

Submit your application by completing the online form, including a one-page maximum citation list, by 11:59PM on Sunday, March 1, 2026.

Please note that the online form does not save your responses if you close or refresh the page. We recommend preparing your answers in a separate document before beginning, then copying them into the form once ready. A template is included below for this purpose (pages 3-4).

Students must attest that the listed supervisor is aware of and in support of the application. Applications submitted without supervisor consent will not be considered. 

Applicants are also asked to complete a short, voluntary equity, diversity, inclusion, and accessibility survey.

Receipt of complete/on-time submissions will be acknowledged. Incomplete or late applications will not be accepted.  

Applicants will be noticed of their status in mid-March.
